Obligations of the SWICO Environmental Commission:

· Recycling of all customers’ used equipment from the agreed sectors and assumption of the cost of operating collection points, logistics and recycling.

· Responsibility for the guaranteed recycling in Switzerland according to strict regulations.

· Ongoing information provided to signatories on key aspects of the SWICO Recycling Guarantee by way of a bulletin.

· Annual information provided to signatories on the financial status of the joint accounts and use of
	the funds.




Obligations of the signatories:

· Charging the Advance Recycling Fees in accordance with the valid SWICO tariff on all own imported equipment, or equipment manufactured in Switzerland, and components in the range.

· Six-monthly settlement of the ARF with the SWICO Environmental Commission in accordance with the control sheet.

· Annual confirmation of the calculations by the signatory’s audit department (only applies to annual ARF revenues in excess of CHF 15,000.00).

· Taking back customers’ used equipment and forwarding in the SWICO system.
